Gary Meyer

Dr. Gary Meyer is senior vice provost for faculty affairs at Marquette University. In this
role, Meyer helps prepare faculty for a meaningful and successful tenure at Marquette
University across the many roles they will take on as teachers, scholars, and university
leaders. Meyer works closely with the Center for Teaching and Learning, which serves as
a catalyst for promoting a culture of pedagogical excellence on campus. In addition to his
responsibilities for faculty affairs, he serves as Marquette's accreditation liaison officer to
the Higher Learning Commission. Meyer served as vice provost for undergraduate programs and teaching
for five years before being named senior vice provost for faculty affairs in 2015. He also previously served as
associate dean in the Diederich College of Communication and director of the corporate communication major.
Meyer's scholarship over the years has focused on using communication theory to develop persuasive
messages primarily around health promotion and disease prevention. Meyer earned a doctorate in
communication theory from Michigan State University.

Dr. David Buckholdt earned his doctorate in sociology from Washington University in
St. Louis. Since coming to Marquette in 1974 he has served as chair of the Department
of Social and Cultural Sciences, associate vice president and vice president of academic
affairs, founding director of the Center for Teaching and Learning, and co-director of the
Burke Scholars Program and director of the Trinity Fellows Program. Buckholdt's early
research focused on the application of social exchange theory to behavioral and learning
problems of children and youth. More recently he has worked on issues related to the social construction
of decision-making in human service settings and on faculty stress. One son is a graduate of the Marquette
physical therapy program and another is a graduate of the College of Engineering. Buckholdt is retired as
university professor emeritus.

Daniel Myers

Dr. Daniel J. Myers is the provost of Marquette University. He is the university's second-ranking officer
and chief academic officer, responsible for all aspects of the academic mission of the university, as well as the
Division of Student Affairs.

Myers earned a bachelor’s degree in political science and a master's in higher education and student
affairs from Ohio State University before completing a master's and doctorate in sociology at the University
of Wisconsin—Madison. He is a well-known expert in the study of collective behavior and social movements.

Myers" most recent research examines racial rioting in the 1960s and 1970s, deterministic and stochastic models of diffusion for
collective violence, mathematical models of collective action, media coverage of protests, demonstrations, and riots, and game theoretic
analyses of small group negotiation. He has led a comprehensive reassessment of U.S. race-related rioting in the 1960s funded
by two grants from the National Science Foundation. Myers has been particularly active in the social movements and collective
behavior scholarly area, serving as the editor of Mobilization, the leading interdisciplinary journal on social movements and protest,
and founding the Center for the Study of Social Movements.

Myers has published many books and articles focused on social movements, the diffusion of social phenomena, social psychology,
and urban politics. These include: Toward a More Perfect Union: The Governance of Metropolitan America (with Ralph Conant);
Social Psychology (with John DeLamater); Authority in Contention (with Daniel Cress); and /dentity Work in Social Movements. He
has also published more than 50 other scholarly contributions and won awards for both his research and his university teaching.

Prior to coming to Marquette, Myers served as the vice president and associate provost for faculty affairs at the University of
Notre Dame where he held a number of administrative and faculty roles.

Rob Jenkins

Rob Jenkins has spent more than 30 years in higher education as a faculty member, a department chair,
an academic dean, and a program director.

He is currently an associate professor of English at Georgia State University Perimeter College and a
Senior Fellow at the Academy for Academic Leadership in Atlanta. A regular contributor to The Chronicle
of Higher Education and other publications, Rob has written extensively on leadership, governance, critical
thinking, teaching and learning, classroom management, college completion, the higher education job
market, and related topics.

He is also the author of four books, including Building a Career in America’s Community Colleges, The 9 Virtues of Exceptional
Leaders (with Karl Haden), and his latest, Welcome to My Classroom. Rob has delivered numerous conference keynotes and spoken
on many of the nation’s top campuses, including Cornell, Fordham, Notre Dame, Emory, Georgia Tech, Vanderbilt, Brigham Young,
Syracuse and now Marquette!

Michael Lovell

Dr. Michael R. Lovell is the 24th president of Marquette University, joining the university on July 1, 2014.
Under his guidance, Marquette is focusing on innovation, entrepreneurship, and community renewal and
development — all consistent with the university’s Catholic, Jesuit mission. President Lovell holds three
academic degrees in mechanical engineering, including a doctorate, from the University of Pittsburgh.

‘ Along with his leadership team, Dr. Lovell is working toward implementing Marquette’s strategic plan,

‘ Beyond Boundaries, coordinating it with new plans for academic programs and campus infrastructure. The
Core of Common Studies Revision Project is improving undergraduate education, and the Campus Master Plan Initiative is integrating
academic, physical and financial priorities and will serve as a road map for Marquette’s capital projects during the next decade.

Internally, the university has created the Strategic Innovation Fund to discover and develop the ideas of faculty, staff and
students. Through the first two cycles of the fund, $6 million has been committed to proposals. Externally, business and community
leaders in Marquette’s immediate neighborhood have come together to create the Near West Side Partners, a nonprofit focused on
strengthening economic development, housing, neighborhood identity and safety. The university also became the last major tenant
of the Global Water Center, joining existing corporations, emerging companies and other universities at the site so Marquette
students, faculty and staff can help solve the world’s water-related challenges.

Christine Hill is the executive director of the Future Milwaukee program, whose mission is to develop,
motivate and empower diverse, ethical leaders who create positive change throughout Milwaukee. Future
Milwaukee has more than 1,500 graduates who are making an impact in the greater Milwaukee area through
their leadership positions in government, business, education, religious and nonprofit institutions.

Hill earned a master's degree in interpersonal communications and conflict management from the University
i =/ of Wisconsin—-Milwaukee and a bachelor’s degree in sociology from Carroll University.

Christine has expertise, knowledge and success in several areas including facilitating strategic planning processes; developing
and implementing customized communication programs around organizational change; assessing individual and group strengths;
mediating between individuals and groups, providing conflict resolution and intervention; and coaching and counseling individuals
at all levels of the organization and in a variety of roles within the private, public and nonprofit sectors.

Hill has been a city alderman and mayor, chairman of the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District Commission as well as
director of human resources and organizational development in public sector and private manufacturing environments. Her clients
have included private, nonprofit and public-sector organizations with an interest in developing processes to promote collaboration
among their stakeholders.

Wendy Butler is the director of organizational development at Marquette University. Responsible for
designing and leading organizational development initiatives that cut across all departments, Wendy draws on
her broad range of experience to create effective training and development programs and employee engagement
strategies. She leads various initiatives related to leadership development, performance management,
continuous improvement, change management and program analysis and impact, and contributes to the
strategy, goals and tactics for the human resources department. She is a certified DiSC® Everything Workplace
facilitator and a ProSci® change management practitioner.

Wendy holds a bachelor’s degree in organizational behavior from the University of Wisconsin—Green Bay, as well as a certificate
in leadership studies and a master’s degree in human resources from Marquette University.
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Robert Wild, S.J.

Rev. Robert A. Wild, S.J., served as the 22nd president of Marquette University from 1996 to 2011 and from
2013 to 2014. Under his leadership, Marquette improved academic quality, increased enrollment, enhanced part-
nerships with the City of Milwaukee and community groups and, in so doing, elevated the university's reputation.

During his tenure, alumni, parents, and friends invested more than $800 million, with $375 million in new
construction and campus renovations. External research awards more than doubled, the value of the endowment
increased 130 percent, and applications to the freshman class increased from 5,400 to 22,000.

At the heart of this success was Father Wild's dedication to students. Holding firm to Marquette’s founding mission of educating
first-generation college students, he was a champion for increasing access.

From 1992 to 1996 Father Wild served as president of the Weston Jesuit School of Theology (now the Boston College School of
Theology and Ministry) and from 1985 to 1991 he served as provincial superior of the Chicago Province of the Society of Jesus.

A biblical scholar and author of two books and numerous scholarly articles, Father Wild served as a faculty member in the
Department of Theology at Marquette from 1975 to 1984. A native of Chicago, Father Wild holds a doctoral degree in New Testament
and Christian origins from Harvard University, a master’s degree in classical languages, a bachelor’s degree in Latin from Loyola
University Chicago, and a licentiate in theology from the Jesuit School of Theology in Chicago. He entered the Saciety of Jesus in
1957 and was ordained to the priesthood in 1970.

Jennifer Watson

Dr. Jenny Watson is the vice provost for academic planning. Before coming to Marquette, she was associate
vice chancellor for faculty and academic staff affairs at the University of Wisconsin—Oshkosh from 2014 to
2016. She started her career at University of Wisconsin—Milwaukee in 1997 where she was a faculty member
in the German and Scandinavian studies program. During her tenure at UWM, Watson served as coordinator
of the German program, coordinator of the Scandinavian studies program, chair of the foreign language and
literature department and also as associate dean of the humanities.

As a research specialist on Swedish-German literary relationships at the turn of the last century, with a specific concentration
on Selma Lagerldf and Germany, Watson has been awarded a Fulbright-Hays Fellowship, a German Academic Exchange Service
Research Fellowship, a number of Swedish Institute Research Awards and an American-Scandinavian Research Award. She has
written two books and a number of articles on Selma Lagerlof and Germany. Presently, she is working on the reception of Selma
Lagerlof in Nazi Germany.

Watson earned a bachelor's degree in German and English literature at Grinnell College in 1988, a master's degree in German
literature and a doctorate in German and Scandinavian (concentration Swedish) at the University of lllinois Urbana/Champaign in
1997. During her studies, she also spent considerable time in Munich, Germany; Vienna, Austria; and Stockholm, Sweden.

Watson has also received a Wisconsin Humanities Grant to create a student production of Bertolt Brecht's Mother Courage and
a UWM Undergraduate Research Award to research and create the book, German Milwaukee, which was published by Arcadia.

Lora Strigens

Lora Strigens is the vice president for planning and strategy at Marquette University. She is responsible
for coordination of the university-wide strategic plan, Beyond Boundaries, leading the development and
implementation of the university’s master plan; and collaborating with university leadership on key strategic
initiatives. She oversees the Department of Facilities Planning and Management, which includes campus
planning, facilities services, parking operations, and sustainability. In her role, Strigens works closely with all
units across campus, engaging with academics, students, administrative departments, student life, and other
campus and community stakeholders to ensure that planning decisions are approached in an integrated way.

Prior to joining Marquette, Strigens was an associate vice president at a national architecture, engineering and planning firm,

and then moved inside higher education at the University of Wisconsin—Milwaukee where she was the associate director of planning. A
licensed architect and planner, Strigens has worked on numerous education and cultural projects both locally and nationally, and has

provided leadership on projects from early visioning through implementation. She has also served as an adjunct faculty member at
the School of Architecture & Urban Planning at UWM. Strigens has presented at several professional conferences and events, and
published on the topics of master planning, plan implementation, and integrating sustainability into planning and design efforts.
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Lora received a bachelor's degree from the University of Minnesota and two master's degrees from UWM. She has received the
GOLD (Graduate of the Last Decade) award from UWM, and also was recognized by the Milwaukee Business Journal as a “40 Under
