
Setting up an EIN (Required to set up a bank account for a student organization) 
 

1. Go to https://www.irs.gov/ 
 

2. On the homepage, select “Apply for an Employer ID Number (EIN)” 
 

 
 

3. Click the “Apply Online Now” button 

 
 

4. On the next page “What type of structure is applying for an EIN,” choose “View Additional

5. Choose the appropriate type for your student organization based on the descriptions offered. The 
following four categories seem to best fit student organizations at Marquette, with most falling into 
the “PTA/PTO or School Organization” category. “Social Club,” “Sports Teams,” and “Community or 
Volunteer Group” may also be applicable to some organizations on campus.  

 
NOTE that the categories Marquette uses to classify student organizations DO NOT necessarily 
correspond to similarly titled categories for federal tax status designations. (FOR EXAMPLE, the IRS has a 
political organization category, but the description of that doesn’t match how student organizations 
who are in the political category operate.)
