Present: Joe Collins, Chairman, Scott Dale, Ed Fallone, Larry Nosse, recorder, Mike Schilke, Steven Taylor.

Minutes of 2/10/03 meeting corrected and approved.

Next meeting will be March 17th at 11:00, room 372 WWP.

Joe Collins reminded the members that he will be completing his tenure as Chairman and asked that continuing members consider whom they would like as the next Chairman.

Minutes of the 10/11/02 Committee on Faculty meeting were distributed to facilitate discussion of the SAA Report on Athletics and Education.  Most of the recommendations were accepted.  Those that were not received supplemental comments from Steven Taylor who was present at the October meeting.  

Mike Schilke provided the report on recognition for participating faculty that was sent to the Provost as requested in our 2/10/03 meeting.

Dialog on our individual impressions of the meeting with Provost led to a vote on what direction to take on our draft on program elimination process.  There were two major areas of consensus.

1) Our charge is to represent faculty opinion with veracity.  In keeping with this charge the terms program elimination shall remain in our document.  Program closure, program discontinuation and similar terms were found to be less reflective of our thinking.  It was recognized that the COF may chose alternative descriptors.  

2) The work on the 11/21/02 program elimination draft should continue as a collaborative effort of Larry Nosse, Mike Schilke and Ed Fallone.

3) The revised document should be brought to the SAA committee for discussion at the next meeting.

4) The intent is to have a final document for COF in Sept.

Steven Taylor suggested that new committee members be identified and invited to the April meeting so they might become oriented to the work of the SAA.  Two units that are not represented on the committee at present are Dentistry and Business Administration.

Scott Dale will be on Sabbatical next year.  He will remain on the committee via e-mail.
