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ABSTRACT:

Oracle database is credited as one of the first commercial relational databases and still a leader in the industry
45 years later. We will discuss some of the major industry trends over the years that have influenced database
technology including NOSQL, Data Warehouse, Open Source, Cybersecurity, Machine Learning, and Atrtificial
Intelligence. How has the industry and specifically Oracle database adapted over the years? What skills are
required to stay relevant? Finishing with a brief review of Oracle’s newest 23c features and their converged
database vision. The presentation will be general enough for non-database professionals, focusing on real
world experiences and not marketing materials.
