











SUBMIT REQUIRED HEALTH FORMS

Submit the required immunization and turberculosis
forms online through the Next Step link.

What you will need for online immunization form:

» Date of your tetanus/diptheria booster dose

» |f born after 1957 the dates of your two MMR vaccines;
OR your two measles, one mumps, one rubella vaccines;

OR lab reports showing positive immunity

» Month and year you had chicken pox;
OR dates of varicella No. 1 or 2;
OR a lab report showing positive immunity

For tuberculosis (TB) form:

» Whether you have had a positive TB skin test;
AND been in close contact with anyone with TB;
AND a list of the countries you have traveled to

or lived in (for more than two weeks);
AND, if indicated, results of aTB test

Marquette requires all newly admitted or readmitted
students to submit proof of immunizations using
their CheckMarq student account. The university
will suspend course registration if this information
is not submitted.
