BUILDING A CULTURE OF PEACE

Violence is one of the most pressing challenges in our
communities. Peace Works equips youth with the tools and
skills to respond nonviolently to the interpersonal and mental
health challenges they may encounter.

HABITS TAKE SHAPE EARLY

The Peace Works curriculum is specially designed to address
trauma and violence. Marquette staff and students train K-12
youth in school-based environments so they can succeed
now and later in life.

Peace Works addresses equity in health and education by
providing therapeutic services, trauma-informed lessons,
and social emotional learning in a restorative setting.
