Marquette Honors Program students are characterized by curiosity, creativity, ambition, imagination, energy — and, most 

importantly, by a passion for learning that is virtually unquenchable!

As a result, honors classrooms are challenging, exciting and enlightening. While our courses are difficult, they are 

also rewarding. Our faculty are demanding precisely because they are deeply committed to your intellectual and 

personal growth.

The Honors Program is open to academically qualified students in any of Marquette’s seven colleges — Arts and  

Sciences, Business Administration, Communication, Education, Engineering, Health Sciences or Nursing. 

Historically, we have been fortunate to receive many outstanding applications. Extremely competitive applicant pools 

put us in the unenviable position of having to deny acceptance to many excellent students. In recent years, the Honors 

Program has received approximately 650 applications for just 100 offers of admission.

Historically, students admitted into the Honors Program have ranked in the top 5-10 percent of their graduating 

class, performed well on standardized tests, and presented excellent academic performance and determination  

as well as strong writing abilities.

Honors Essay:

Powerful literary figures are noted for their depth, complexity and especially their ambiguity — Hamlet, Don Quixote, 

and Jane Eyre, for example. We typically consider such literary ambiguity an aesthetic virtue because it reflects the 

essence of human behavior. On the other hand, often when studying historical figures, we seek a form of clarity in 

their behavior that might help us understand how they are representative of societal events and beliefs at the time.  

For example, Abraham Lincoln is often portrayed as the representative of freedom in the US Civil War period.  

Compare one literary and one historical figure that you think illustrate this difference in an interesting way.

A word of advice — less obvious and less “mainstream” examples make stronger essays. You are also free to  

challenge the premise concerning literary and historical difference.

In order to better serve 

some of our students who are interested in dentistry, Marquette has developed the Pre-dental Scholars Program, 

an accelerated program that allows students to receive the benefits of a liberal education while enjoying conditional 

acceptance to Marquette’s School of Dentistry. Pre-dental Scholars complete a bachelor’s degree and a dental degree 

in seven years, rather than the eight years normally required. Pre-dental scholars complete the undergraduate part 

of their studies in three years and are awarded a bachelor’s degree upon successful completion of their first year in 

dental school.

Marquette University will enroll a maximum of 20 students each year in the Pre-dental Scholars Program. By fulfilling 

the requirements to remain in the program, Pre-dental Scholars are guaranteed full acceptance to the School of  

Dentistry by the end of their junior year.
