As an American I 

have not had the chance to experi-

ence the architectural wonders of the 

ancient world.  During my time in In-

dia we visited ancient temples, city 

palaces, and even the Taj Mahal.  

America is less than 250 years old, 

and some of the buildings we saw in 

India were over five centuries old.  

The history was amazing.  Everywhere 

you looked your eyes encountered a 

multitude of unfamiliarity.  

 We then started the business 

aspects of the class.  We were wel-

comed in the most grand of fashions at 

most of the businesses we visited; 

even to the point of receiving gifts at 

some of the locations.  The most inter-

esting visit to me was to Microsoft 

Technology Park.  We were given a 

tour of the Microsoft facility and then 

sat down with some Microsoft execu-

tives for a presentation.  We learned 

about the origins of their facilities in 

India and were allowed to ask ques-

tions.  One student asked them òHow 

many error messages do you get 

every year?ó  The response was not 

surprising, òbillions.ó 

 America is such a young civi-

lization, so it was definitely eye open-

ing to see such an old and different 

one.  It makes one proud to be an 

American and appreciate all the 

things we take for granted.  This class 

not only furthered my understanding 

of how important technological glob-

alization is to the United States, but it 

has had a profound effect on how I 

view other people and cultures.  Dur-

ing my interview process last semes-

ter I told potential employers that I 

was taking this class, which resulted in 

many impressed interviewers.  This 

class is a prime example of what sets 

Marquette apart from other universi-

ties.  I, along with the rest of the GTE 

class, would like to extend a very 

large thank you to Dr. Monica Adya, 

Dr. Kate Kaiser, and Dr. Craig Struble 

for their hard work in organizing our 

events.  Thank you!  

 The GTE Class was definitely 

the experience of a lifetime and 

comes highly recommended as a po-

tential class for all IT students at  

Marquette.

The new track pad allows for the same 

zoom, flip and rotate text and picture 

abilities that the iTouch and iPhone 

have.  The keyboard is illuminated for 

dark working areas and both key-

board and display 

brightness are auto-

matically adjusted for 

optimal visibility. The 

laptop also holds an 

ultra thin battery that 

boasts a full 5 hour life. 

Apple also throws in a 

built -in webcam.  

 

In only a couple decades, we 

have gone from paper and pen-

cils to nearly paper thin laptops.  The 

only thing that paper holds over the 

MacBook Air is paper can be folded in 

half 12 times and the MacBook Air 

seems to break after one fold; but lets 

be honest, foldable laptops might be 

the next step for Apple.

MacBook Air (cont.) 
This laptop is the aptly named MacBook 

Air.  The Air is the thinnest laptop in the 

world measuring .16 -.76 inches tall, 12.8 

inches wide, 8.94 inches deep and 

weighs only 3 pounds.  The MacBook 

Air was unveiled at MacWorld in San 

Francisco on Jan. 15 of this year and the 

first ones are planned to be shipped the 

first week of Feb.  The outer case is 

made of anodized aluminum which 

makes it thin but very sturdy.   

 

Apple did not just wake up one day and 

figured they would build a smaller lap-

top computer, it took them several 

years to develop the technology 

needed to do so and we are just now 

finally seeing that hard work.  The 13.3 

inch viewable screen (same viewable 

size as any other MacBook) is a wide 

screen with a backlit LED display.  This 

allows for viewing of rich color schemes 

from the second the MacBook Air is 

opened.  Also to help keep the size 

down the Air uses next generation Wifi 

and Bluetooth technology to support its 

wireless capabilities.  At the moment 

these capabilities include wireless mi-

gration, wireless back up (using the
